Burial

* Right to be buried in home commune

« Grave concessions for 15,30 or 50 years
* Mairies right to exhume

« Green or woodland burials not available

Cremation
« Current closest crematoriums — Caen and Mayenne
 Restrictions on where ashes can be buried or scattered

Science

* Needs to be planned
« Cost if going to a hospital outside the home region
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What to do first........

O In hospital or a nursing home

O Aviolent death, including car accidents

At home

- Call your doctor or emergency services, 15 or 112
Contact a local funeral director

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At the Mairie........

When registering the death you will need to take:

- constat de déces and sealed medical certificate
- the deceased’s identification
* birth & marriage certificates and passport
- If divorced
* If a widow or widower

* your identification
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At the Mairie........

You will be asked:

- whether you will be having a burial or cremation

» which funeral director you will be using

You will be given:

* the acte de déces (death certificate)
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At the funeral directors........

* Date, place & time

*  Statement of expressed wish

* Your preference of coffin, lining, handles?
*  Should the body be embalmed?

* What sort of ceremony you want?

* How payment will be made
